This year, we have decided to emphasize 
and concentrate on two areas of our  
church life where we have to admit that  
we are weak in. The first area is in the 
lack of equipping workers and the second 
area is evangelism. Our model for the two areas  
is to take a good look at the life of our  
Lord Jesus. Our Lord Jesus spent  
approximately 3 years with His disciples. In the 3 years He was 
able to successfully train and disciple his sheep so that the 
church is what it is today.  There is no better model than Jesus 
himself. Lets take a good look at Jesus life and learn from Him. 
 
He Trained His Disciples. His first call to the disciples was to 
come and observe what he was doing – “Come and See”.  
Andrew, Philip, Peter, Nathanael all were given the same 
message. “Come and check out what I am doing”. We too can 
learn from this example to call our friends to explore who Jesus 
is. No pressure or coercion, but come and explore for yourself 
who Jesus is.  His next call to the disciples was to follow him – 
“Follow Me and I will make you fishers of men.” In order to 
fully understand Jesus call to his disciples in Mark 1:14-20, we 
need to understand that Simon and Andrew were not making 
an impulsive decision to follow Jesus and drop everything. They 
had already, prior to this encounter with Jesus, observed what 
Jesus had been doing for a while.

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In Jesus Footsteps … 
 

Jesus took every opportunity to witness. He was not 
just an ordinary “fisherman”, He was an extraordinary 
one! His disciples could observe and see how he was 
especially good at drawing interest from pre-believers. 
Jesus technique was to stimulate conversation with 
pre-believers in spiritual matters using  everyday 
examples. With the Samaritan woman, he said 
“Everyone who drinks this water will be thirsty again, 
but whoever drinks the water I give them will never 
thirst. Indeed, the water I give them will become in 
them a spring of water welling up to eternal life.” 
(Matt 4:13-14); to Nicodemus, he said “Very truly I tell 
you, no one can see the kingdom of God unless they 
are born again.” (John 3:3). In these 2 occasions, Jesus 
makes each of them ponder and think about his 
statements.  Jesus knew the meaning of carpe diem. 
To seize every opportunity to witness. There is 
something that we can learn from Jesus instead of the 
direct approach to evangelism. Let us learn how to 
imitate what Jesus did. 
 
He was very good at networking, accepting invitations 
to meals with sinners, tax collectors and other outcasts 
of society. Jesus wasn’t ashamed of the gospel or to be 
associated with people from other stratas of society. 
That’s why we see Paul saying  that “To the Jews, he 
became like a Jew, to win the Jews..” (1 Cor 9:20). I 
believe Paul learnt from Jesus example. Jesus  was 
always moving on after witnessing in one area – we 
can see this in Luke 4:43 “I must preach the good news 
of the kingdom of God to the other towns also, 
because that is why I was sent.” I have often heard 
people say “my circle of pre-believers has been 
exhausted after so many years of inviting to outreach 
events.”  Let us learn to enlarge our network of pre-
believers following Jesus example by going to others 
outside our usual circle of friends with purposeful 
intent.  
 
He taught them how to pray. “This then is how you 
should pray……” (Matt 6:9-13). Should we be 
lamenting about the state of our church when we 

aren’t praying enough? Currently, less than 10% of the 
church attendance shows up for corporate prayer on 
Sunday.  If you really want things to happen in our 
church, I encourage you to pray. Pray in your closet 
but don’t forget to also pray corporately. We see in 
many passages that Jesus went to solitary places to 
pray. (Mark 1:35, Luke 5:16, Luke 21:37 etc). In these 
examples, his disciples were present, yet they hadn’t 
yet grasped the importance of prayer. Yet we can see 
that after Jesus had ascended, the early church 
considered corporate prayer to be of significant   
importance to church life. We can see this in Acts 4:23 
– 31 “….29 Now, Lord, consider their threats and 
enable your servants to speak your word with great 
boldness. 30 Stretch out your hand to heal and 
perform signs and wonders through the name of your 
holy servant Jesus.” 31 After they prayed, the place 
where they were meeting was shaken. And they were 
all filled with the Holy Spirit and spoke the word of 
God boldly.  
 
I believe Prayer is the “oxygen” for our church. Will 
you begin to commit time to pray fervently in your 
closet and corporately with some of us each Sunday?  
 
Jesus made full use of the Holy Spirit’s power in His 
ministry. I am not sure why some are still 
uncomfortable with the miraculous gifts of the Holy 
Spirit. I trust it is not because of prejudice or fear of 
the unknown. Remember that our Father will not give 
us a serpent if we ask for a fish. If we ask for the gift of 
the Holy Spirit, our Lord says He will give it to us. We 
see Jesus tapping on the power of the Spirit in 
numerous situations; a) the miracle of turning water 
into wine, b) miracle of healing on many occasions,   
c) word of knowledge of the Samaritan woman’s past 
life, d) word of wisdom in dealing with the Jews who 
wanted to stone the prostitute , e) miraculously 
multiplying the fish and bread to feed  the multitudes. 
Can you see the kind of life we are capable of living out 
in this present age if we have the power of the Holy 
Spirit in us?

If we don’t tap on the power of the Holy Spirit, we will be leading defeated lives. Are we as a church willing to seek the 
Holy Spirit’s power gifts for our lives and ministry? 
 
Jesus shows us what it means to be zealous for God. In the temple, Jesus stood up for what was right. When Jesus 
entered the temple, he saw people selling sacrificed animals and conducting foreign exchange transactions. Here people 
were taking the opportunity to make some money. Jesus’ disciples were stunned when they saw him driving out these 
people. Jesus was consumed with zeal for God’s house. (Psalm 69:9) He wasn’t afraid that his reputation might be 
tarnished by what he did.  Each of you whether you are serving in the worship ministry, benevolence ministry, 
kindergarten ministry, Sunday School  ministry, administration, counting cash etc needs to be zealous about what you are 
doing. We need to give off our best for the Lord.  If only we could be as zealous for God as Jesus was.  
 
Jesus constantly reminded his disciples to count the cost. Do we know the price the apostles paid to follow Jesus? Do you 
know that Peter was married? If any of the disciples were firstborn, they would probably have given up their inheritance by 
following Jesus. Can we leave our families behind to follow Christ if He calls us? Reflect over the following verses: Luke 
5:11, Matt 10:37-39, Matt 13:44-46, Luke 14:25-35, Phil 3:7-11, Heb 11:26. Many who have gone before us gave up 
everything to follow Jesus. This year as we embark on a new chapter in our Christian life, let us learn to model our life after 
Jesus’ own life. Let us learn to imitate Christ. To do so, we need to walk as Jesus walked. My prayer for you all is that the 
body of Christ at Canaan may be built up, that we will achieve greater breakthroughs this year.
